Eliz and Mike Wood spent last week in 
Madaba as the guests of Fr Firas.

It was a busy week for the parish of The 
Beheading of St John the Baptist. Our 
visit coincided with the Christmas Fay-
re which took place over three days. It 
was obviously the most important social 
event of the year. Fr Firas opened the 
event on the first day when he switched 
on the lights on a 20ft high Christmas 
tree next to the huge crib in the court-
yard outside the church. Hundreds of 
parishioners crowded into marquees to 
view the stalls and sample the food.

Jordanians are a very friendly and 
hospitable people. We were greeted as 
very welcome visitors especially when 
introduced by Fr Firas to the congrega-
tion at Mass. There were sincere expres-
sions of thanks for the financial support 
the Sacred Heart has provided. It was 
clear that poverty has increased with 
unemployment growing and food prices 
rising as they are here.

Alms which will help finance 160 food 
parcels for the Iraqi refugees and poor 
Jordanian parishioners .
